
RECITAL & REHEARSAL DETAILS 
AMANDA’S ACADEMY OF DANCE : 2025 

Participation in the stage rehearsal is mandatory, no exceptions, at La Crescent HS. The stage rehearsal allows the students to become familiar 
with the theater surroundings, work as a group on spacing and feel comfortable with their performance, costume(s), and being onstage. 
Lighting, music cues, set changes, and all other logistics for an organized and professional performance are rehearsed so that the students 
make the best impression possible. Competition classes will not have a stage rehearsal.

IN-STUDIO DRESS REHEARSAL 
Each class will hold an in-studio dress rehearsal during one of the last classes of the season. Dancers should arrive in costume 
and be prepared to change into dance clothes if needed. This rehearsal is our chance to check for costume issues, review final 
notes with dancers and parents, and make any last-minute adjustments before recital. Please make sure all costumes and 
accessories are clearly labeled. A laundry basket or bin works great for organizing and transporting shoes and multiple costume 
pieces. You’re welcome to save your brand-new recital tights for the big day—we recommend wearing regular tights to the 
rehearsal instead.

ASSIGNED AREAS 

Each level will have an assigned area in the theatre &/or dressing room where they should stay until their time on stage. If your 
child has a costume change, please report to the dressing rooms first then take a seat in the theatre. Instructors will be onsite to 
direct you. Parents or guardians of young children must remain with their dancer until their class has been dismissed after their 
final performance or finale. When a class has completed the finale rehearsal, the teacher or assistant will bring the group back 
to the theater to be picked up. Please remain in the theater until your child’s class has completed the finale and their dance(s).  

ARRIVAL TIME 

We run an organized and timely dress rehearsal; your help with the process will guarantee a professional production. Please 
arrive at least 30 minutes (but not before 4:45pm Thursday and 4pm Friday) prior to your scheduled call time, READY to dance 
(stretching, costumes, etc.).  The schedule below shows stage call time for each class (what time dancers will line up to be on 
stage). Students may arrive wearing their first performance costume, or may change in the dressing rooms/bathrooms. If you 
need extra time to get ready, please adjust accordingly.  

FINALE 

All students are required to participate in the finale, which will be rehearsed during the last month of classes. A run-through of 
the finale will take place at the dress rehearsal after all young classes (Firsteps & Kidance) have rehearsed and before the leveled 
classes. All students are asked to participate in the finale at the rehearsal & will remain in their last performance costume.  

DRESSING ROOMS/SPACES 

Dressing rooms/spaces will be available the night of rehearsal and are located directly behind the stage; spaces/rooms will be 
clearly marked.  Costumes may be left overnight at your own risk and are the sole responsibility of the dancer.  Please label ALL 
belongings.  

STAGE REHEARSAL COSTUME CHANGES*: MAY 29-30 
All dancers will rehearse in FULL hair and costume for stage rehearsal.  Irish dancers; it is not necessary to wear your wig, but 
please bring it to rehearsal. Please note the costume column of the schedule. Due to some back to back classes; not all classes 
need to be in costume. Please bring a laundry basket or bin if you have quick or multiple changes. This will help you stay 
organized and allow for quick access for changes.  

RECITAL DAY PLANNING 
Please bring a spill-proof water bottle for your dancer. Always plan just a little extra time. This will help you truly enjoy the recital 
experience. Dancer’s dressing room assignments will be posted before the recital. We also ask families to bring 1 clean snack to 
contribute to the snack table for the dancers to enjoy while waiting for their turn on stage.
